2) Suggested language for a gift to a specific chapter fund:

I give, devise and bequest to the Beta Theta Pi Foundation, 5134 Bonham Road, Oxford, Ohio, 45056, the sum of XXX dollars, ($XXX.XX), or percentage (XXX%) of my estate.  This bequest is to be directed to the _______________chapter fund to benefit the chapter of Beta Theta Pi at ______________________ University.  If at any time there should be no chapter of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity in existence on the campus of _______________University, or the _______________ University should cease to exist, the bequest will be directed to the Beta Theta Pi Foundation. 3) Suggested language for a gift to establish a named leadership development sponsorship fund:

In the event that Beta Theta Pi Foundation is not in existence upon the date of distribution, this gift shall lapse.  The Federal Tax Identification Number of the Beta Theta Pi Foundation is 80-0296934.

4) Suggested language for a gift that will establish a named tuition scholarship fund:

I give, devise and bequest to the Beta Theta Pi Foundation, 5134 Bonham Road Oxford, Ohio, 45056, the sum of XXX dollars, ($XXX.XX), or percentage (XXX%) of my estate.  The sum shall be held by the Directors of the Foundation as a named fund known as the “_____________________Scholarship Fund” (“Fund”).  The Fund shall be held as a permanent endowment, the income from which will be used to provide undergraduate scholarships for members of the ______________chapter of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity who are enrolled at ________________ University, preferred.  If at any time there should be no chapter of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity in existence on the campus of ________________University, preferred, or if the _______________ University should cease to exist, the income of the Fund shall be used to provide undergraduate scholarships for members of Beta Theta Pi Foundation at whatever institution they may be enrolled.  Such persons shall be selected by the Directors of the Foundation in accordance with the procedures from time to time adopted by the Directors for making scholarship grants.  In the event that Beta Theta Pi Foundation is not in existence upon the date of distribution, this gift shall lapse.
